Divided into four parts, this project unites the State Papers Domestic and Foreign, and the Registers of the Privy Council, to create a new backbone for research and teaching projects in politics, government, and social economic and religious history. 

Each of the original manuscript documents is reproduced in facsimile, with links to and from its fully-searchable Calendar (transcript or abstract) entry.  By overcoming the difficulty of matching an individual Calendar entry to the original Paper, State Papers Online, 1509-1714 marks a huge advance for historians in all disciplines. 

The database is divided into four parts:
Part I: The Tudors, Henry VIII to Elizabeth I, 1509-1603: State Papers Domestic
Key themes covered in this collection include Reformation, Catholic and Protestant conflict, the establishment of the Church of England, Sir Francis Drake, the Northern Rebellion of 1569-1570, and the Poor Law. 
Part II: The Tudors, Henry VIII to Elizabeth I, 1509-1603: State Papers Foreign, Ireland, Scotland, Borders and Acts of Privy Council 
Part III: James I to Anne, 1603-1714: State Papers Domestic 
Part IV: James I to Anne, 1603-1714: State Papers Foreign, Ireland, Scotland, Borders and Acts of Privy Council 
This project benefits from a close partnership with The National Archives of the UK and an Advisory Board of academics specializing in this field.  Research aids such as a glossary, a list of abbreviations, notes on the key figures and administrators of government, biographical links and contextual essays are included to assist the researcher. 
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
